However, every day our students will be developing the wide range of skills expected by today’s
society which go way beyond the traditional Reading, Writing and Arithmetic expectations of days
gone by. A balance is sort between academic, cultural and social skills with emotional skills
becoming a larger focus of the school system in recent years. Our You Can Do It program and Peer
Support program address many of the challenges raised by the emergence of emotional literacy.

As always parents are the major role model for their children and your consistent support in this
area is very much appreciated and valued by the school. Everything we are asked to do in the area
of values and emotional literacy is a back up to what is happening in the home where children are
first taught about what is expected of them.

The School Motto “Strive with Honour” reflects or guides our approach to working with the children
in our care where we always expect them to do their best as indeed we are expected to do our best.
This counts equally to social or emotional challenges as it does to academic challenges. Please
remember that if your child is redirected, reprimanded or loses privileges, it is done to assist the
child to make better choices in the future and to learn what is expected of them.

Families will receive a letter from the Premier of NSW, Nathan Rees, announcing the Premiers
Adventure Challenge. This sits alongside the Premiers Reading Challenge, Spelling Challenge and
Sporting Challenge with a focus on cultural experiences. Please read the information and support
your child if you decide to take up the challenge. Good luck with your new adventures.

The school is currently investigating the provision of more mobile seating for students which we
hope will be operational in the next few weeks. The seats will be used mainly for eating times but
will assist with other aspects of our daily school life.

Planning is continuing under the Building an Education Revolution project and maintenance works
are continuing this term. Thank you for your patience and flexibility as these works are completed in
our school.

This year it is likely many more people will come down with flunfi1S ityS&aSa iKI-y ly NSOSya Tz aSI-a2ya oS
cause few people have immunity to the human swine flu virus.

As the number of cases of flu increases, we all need to take steps to minimise the transmission of the virus in
school communities as some staff and students are at greater risk of severe illness from flu.

Staff or students who become unwell should stay away from school until they are well to minimise the trans-
mission of the flu.

Please watch carefully for any signs or symptoms of flunfi1S itySaa ty @24z OKIRe LT iKS& MIS dzy& St LIESI-4S R2
not send them to school until their symptoms have gone.

These symptoms include fever, cough, tiredness, muscle aches, sore throat, chills or shortness of breath.

Some people are more likely to develop severe illness from both seasonal influenza and swine flu. NSW
Health advises that this group includes people who:

Are pregnant (particularly in the second and third trimester)

Have chronic lung disease (including asthma)

Are very obese

Have chronic heart conditions

Have chronic kidney disease

Have chronic liver disease

Have blood disorders (including sickle cell disease)

Have neurological disorders

Have metabolic disorders (such as diabetes)

Have weakened or suppressed immune systems (which may be caused by cancers, medications or HIV/

AIDS)
Are of Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander background (of any age).

If you or your child is in one of these categories, please seek urgent medical attention as soon as symptoms
of flu appear because you may need anti-influenza medication and it works best if given early.

The department has policies in place to support schools this flu season. | can assure you that the depart-
ment will continue to act on all advice received from NSW Health to ensure the health, safety and wellbeing
of our staff and students.
